The Pediatric Oncology Group of Ontario (POGO)
provides a voice for children's cancer control and
treatment and plans for provincial needs and co-ordi-
nation. POGO works to ensure access to and avail-
ability of state-of-the-art cancer care for all Ontario's
children. POGQO's mission is to improve the circum-
stances of all children who are afflicted with cancer
and those of their families and care-givers.

POGO History

POGO began as a grassroots, multi-disciplinary,
multi-centre alliance of programs and professionals. It
has vastly expanded its mandate to identify and
address gaps in service, develop new programs, co-
ordinate and improve care for children with cancer
and their families throughout Ontario.

POGO Mandate

In 1995, POGO received the mandate to be the offi-
cial advisor to the Ontario Ministry of Health on the
development of strategies for pediatric cancer care.
The Ontario pediatric cancer care and control model
has worked so well that other jurisdictions throughout
the world have sought POGO's advice on setting up
similar programs for their population.
